Start Rotation

Try to get exposure to different age 
groups

Compare own efficiency to other 
residents, noticing when their charts 

are closed

Ask faster residents for smart tools

Look through own documentation or 
memory of common complaints and 

build your own smart tools

Use tools, noticing as time goes on 
those not used (particularly from 

dump of dot phrases given to you by 
others)

Do a regular cull of little-used dot 
phrases that get in the way since you 

can only see them alphabetically

Are you the only 
one who wants the 

patient?

Did you persuade 
them?

Assign yourself in Epic to that patient 
as ?

Are you less busy 
than usual AND 

are attendings also 
free?

Are you an intern?

Do you want to get 
experience with 

admissions?

Do you have 
feedback you can

Show the senior resident the shared 
excel sheet  on Box between the 

residents tracking how many 
admissions each intern has done

Could be useful to look historically at types of days/
seasonality when shiftw will be light for interns and PGY2
